Scholarship Criteria

The recipient(s) shall be a full-time undergraduate or full-time or part-time graduate student accepted and enrolled at Eastern Illinois University for the Fall 2017 semester.  The undergraduate recipient(s) shall be majoring in Accounting or in Family and Consumer Sciences with an option in family services, dietetics or hospitality management.  The undergraduate recipient(s) shall hold a high school diploma from the Cowden, Salem, or Shelbyville, Illinois high schools or a successor school system.  The graduate recipient(s) shall hold a full-time faculty appointment with the Cowden, Salem, or Shelbyville, Illinois schools or a successor school system.  
The graduate recipient(s) must be enrolled in a graduate program within the Lumpkin College of Business and Applied Sciences (MBA or FCS majors).  Financial need is not a consideration.  All award recipients(s) shall have a minimum cumulative grade point average of 3.0 (on a 4.0 scale).  Incoming freshmen shall provide a high school transcript and shall have a minimum cumulative grade point average of 3.0 (on a 4.0 scale).  Applicants must provide evidence of graduating or of currently holding a full-time faculty appointment within the Cowden, Salem, or Shelbyville, Illinois schools or a successor school system.

The award shall be payable in Fall 2017 to be first applied against costs (tuition, fees, housing, etc.) associated with the recipient(s) attending Eastern Illinois University.  Any remaining amount will be disbursed to the recipient.
