Course goals: French 3302 is a review and expansion of grammar introduced in the first two years of college French study.  You will develop skills in both writing and speaking correct French through daily assignments and in-class oral practice.  Compositions will allow you to use grammar in more personalized context and to integrate the material studied.

Students with disabilities: Appropriate academic support is available for students with a documented disability.  Please notify me as soon as possible and contact the Office of Disability Services (581-6583) for more information.

A note about cell phones: Please turn off your cell phone and put it away during class time.  Ringing phones or students checking their messages during class time are disruptive to me and to your classmates. Exceptions : if you are signed up for the campus security text message service, you may keep your phone on buzz/vibrate/manner mode.  However, do not consult your phone unless several students in class receive a message at the same time (which would indicate that a university-wide security message is being sent out).  Also, if you need to be reachable for an emergency situation, let me know at the beginning of class.

Attendance: The opportunity to speak and hear French and to interact with classmates and the instructor is vital to learning the language. Excessive absences and habitual tardiness will adversely affect your grade. Quizzes, in-class activities or assignments to be handed in cannot be made up for a grade in the case of unexcused absences, and late homework is NOT acceptable for a grade.  For excused absences (which include illness, official University activities or emergencies), consult me for making up assignments or handing in assignments early.

For excused absences must contact me as soon as possible, no later than the day of the absence.  If you do not do so, upon your return to class, you must be able to document BOTH an excusable absence—I am the only one who can excuse absences-- AND a valid reason for being unable to contact me (or leave a message on voice mail). Were you hospitalized? Stuck in a ditch in a snowstorm with no cell phone? 

Missing class in order to catch an early ride home for the weekend or vacation, sleeping in because your alarm didn’t go off, doctor’s appointments which could be scheduled at other times, etc., are not considered excused absences.

Be prepared for class when you return: get contact information for several of your classmates so that you can ask them about missed assignments and assignments due for the day of your return. 
Compositions:  you will be writing several compositions focusing on grammar and vocabulary of each chapter.  When you hand in compositions, I will correct them using codes to indicate errors.  You will then have the opportunity to correct the composition (rewriting the text and submitting both the original and the correction) to earn back up to 50% of the points lost on the first copy.  If you earned less than 90% on your first copy, corrections are mandatory. If you earned 90% or above, you are not obligated to hand in corrections (but you may wish to, as above, to earn extra points, or just write in the corrections to show me, to check yourself, but without earning extra points).

French outside of the classroom:  Participating in French-related activities (where you hear and/or speak French), can help you improve your language skills, as well as earn you extra credit. One such opportunity is the French Table, which meets on Tuesdays at noon in the Union.
