· One joint student-faculty publication was accepted in 2001-2002    
· 24 graduate students completed a medical internship during 2001-220; 
· 21 graduate students completed an educational internship/student teaching experience  
· 33 undergraduate clinical assignments were made in 2001-2002, 114 graduate clinical assignments were made in 2001-2002, 28 students participated in audiology evaluations, and 27 students participated in off-campus external placements.
