1 undergraduate research grant award  with funding for both faculty member and departmental honors student; 1 second place in the eiu social sciences writing award competition; 2 cos graduate student investigator awards.  The two graduate student investigator awards were for one student who presented a paper at a regional professional conference under the mentorship of a PLS faculty member, and the other gsi recipient was co-author  with a PLS faculty member of two papers presented at regional professional conferences. In addition, 9 student research papers (both undergraduate and graduate) were selected by PLS faculty for presentation at the annual political science student research conference in spring 2002.

10 internships in fall 2001; 5 internships in spring 2002; and 5 internships in summer 2002.  The internship sites included the following: Coles county state’s attorney; Coles county public defender; private law firms; land of Lincoln legal assistance, the Illinois state comptroller’s field staff office at eiu; the local office of state representative righter; Lisa Madigan for attorney general campaign; eiu international programs office; Illinois office of the treasurer, Springfield office; and state representative jack franks’ office.

PLS students had another active year of participation in our three government simulations.  9 students enrolled in model united nations; 12 students in mock trial; and 12 students in model Illinois government (but almost 20 students attended the annual model Illinois government simulation in Springfield).  Students recognized at the respective simulations included a best budget analyst award for a model Illinois government student and the following awards for model united nations students: two best delegate awards; an honorable mention delegate award; and a distinguished service award.
