· CTE students continue to pass the Illinois certification examinations at a rate that is higher than the state average. One hundred percent of business education and family and consumer science education students passed the exams during the past year.
· Several CTE students attended the Connections Conferences in St. Charles and Springfield, Illinois. This conference allows students to hear first‑hand what is happening in schools in Illinois.
· A new Technology Education Collegiate Association chapter was established during the spring semester of 2003. TECA is an undergraduate student organization dedicated to promoting professionalism among future teachers in the field.
· Eastern technology education students, middle, and high school students participated in technology day in the Grand Ballroom of the Martin Luther King, Jr. University Union. There were two classes of students at technology day, students preparing to teach and visiting students. Students preparing to teach witnessed how active Technology Student Association groups can compete against other schools.
· Four CTE Family and Consumer Sciences Education students served as event judges at the state meeting of Family, Careers, and Community Leaders of America (FCCLA), a secondary FCS student organization.
· Thirteen Phi Beta Lambda students attended the State Leadership Conference in Collinsville, Illinois. Students competed in events such as desktop publishing, management, marketing, future business teacher, and others. Ten of the 13 students attending the SLC placed in the top three of the events in which they competed. Eight of the students qualified to attend the National Leadership Conference in Dallas, Texas, by placing either first or second in their events.
