Active Learning Opportunities in Counseling
CSD 5630, Practicum is intended to combine course work with a 100 hour field experience conducted in a setting as similar as possible to that in which Practicum students subsequently intend to seek employment.  The nature of this experience should be very much like that of a regular counseling position, but with intensive supervision both on-site and on-campus.

CSD 6900 (Community Counseling Internship) or CSD 6920 (School Counseling Internship) is intended to be an intensive 600 hour field experience conducted in a setting as similar as possible to that in which interns subsequently intend to seek employment.  The nature of this experience should be very much like that of a regular counseling position, but with closer supervision than is usually the case with an employed counselor.  Internship should occur at the end of the training program, and the interns are expected to put into practice the knowledge and skills previously acquired in their program.  The level of training at the point of entry into Internship will ensure that the arrangement will be mutually beneficial to the host’s School/Agency and to the interns.

EDP 3331, Theories of Learning and Development for Secondary Teachers, this course includes a cooperative learning for approximately 6 weeks working with surrounding secondary education school classrooms.
