	Learning Objectives
	Level 2-3, B.A. General Studies

	Objectives offered in this plan describe student behaviors that are clear and programmatic.  There is a nice connection between program goals and General Education goals.  You may have some issues with the third objective.  ‘To develop a greater identity with EIU through the use of technology” will require you to do some kind of pre- and post-instrument that will measure students’ “identification” with Eastern, which means that you will need to define what that means.  Is it really just the technology skills that you are trying to assess?  If so, I’d re-word your objective.

	How, Where, and When Assessed
	Level 2, B.A. General Studies


	Using the same rubric in the beginning course and in the later course should help you see growth in your students’ critical thinking skills.  Are you using the same rubric on the applications as you are on the papers in the courses?  For objective three, it is clear where the information is taught in the curriculum and how assignments ask students to stretch their skills, but it is unclear how assessment data is gathered for this objective. Are you collecting the number right or wrong in an assignment?  Rather than elaborating on what is being taught in the courses, this column should elaborate on the assessment measures used to assess the objectives identified.  For example, no actual measure is given for objective four.  It is clear how the courses contribute to the objective, but not how the assessment itself is conducted.  Are you using any indirect measures such as focus groups, surveys, or interviews?  You indicate in several instances that students are reporting on assignments, etc., but it is not clear where or how this information is collected.

	Expectations

	You have some specific information for the expectations, which is good.  Remember that the expectations should connect to both the measure that is being used—in your case rubrics applied to written work, for the most part—and the objective listed.  So, if you have a rubric, how many students, for the various levels, do you expect to score a 4 or a 3?

	Results

	Since you are using rubrics for critical thinking and writing, you should be able to report results that show how many students at what levels received what holistic scores on their work for critical thinking and writing.

	How Results Will be Used

	Feedback loop is in place for giving information to specific students and for the program and its faculty to discuss cohort performance.
