How is the narrative on the application assessed?  How is the portfolio assessed for objective 4?  The next column mentions that the EWP rubric is used to assess essays.  Are holistic scores collected?

Given the special nature of this program, indirect measures, such as alumni surveys or student exit interviews/surveys, could also provide useful data.
