	They are clear, measurable, and programmatic.  It is interesting that you have critical thinking skills threaded throughout your learning objectives and employed in conjunction with your field-specific outcomes.  This is a good method and helps reinforce one of the undergraduate learning goals.  As you may know, based on recommendations from the HLC, CASL is trying to encourage programs to adopt at least 3 of the undergraduate learning goals.

	How, Where, and When Assessed
	Level 2, B.S. Biological Sciences


	If the cost of the MFT is becoming prohibitive, you may want to choose a new assesment that will glean comparable data.  If you like the data provided by the MFT, you could administer it every couple of years and alternate it with other measures.  You may want to look at a common set of test/final questions to replace the MFT.  The psychology department, for example, has written its own captsone exam that it administers for free to its students in their captsone experience.  What direct measures are used for assessment purposes?  Naturally, faculty evaluate students in all classes, but this column should indicate the artifacts used to determine student achievement of learning outcomes.  So, you need to list which courses, assignments, etc. are used to gather data.  You mention core courses in column 4.  What are those core classes?  Are they all used for assessment data?  The rubric used in BIO 3120 is a good start.  Do you plan to develop other such measures?  Are you going to revise the rubric to address concerns of inadequacy?

	Expectations

	Because the measures are listed vaguely, it is difficult to determine if expectations match the measures or not.  

	Results
	Level 2, B.S. Biological Sciences


	Based on your report and attachments, it appears that you have not been collecting data for all your measures in the last couple of years, so you’ll want to discuss ways to gather data if the MFT test is too expensive.  The MFT data is now awfully old since it has not been given since 2007.  Your survey data seems to be giving you insights into student learning, so that is positive, and you had a good response rate this year.

	How Results Will be Used
	Level 2, B.S. Biological Sciences
	Are data shared with the faculty as a whole or just with the curriculum committee?  The feedback loop is not entirely clear here.
