	Learning Objectives

	Objectives are clear and measurable.  You may want to break objective 2 into 2 or 3 objectives because there is a lot of information here.  Perhaps you could create an objective related to teaching biology, one related to supervising students in a lab, and one on evaluation.  There is good detail here, but a lot to focus on for one objective.  It is nice to see that the department has adopted the undergraduate goals of writing and speaking effectively as well. 

	How, Where, and When Assessed

	Using data from the Basic Skills and Certification exams is a good start for the direct measures of this plan.  Do the exams give you any information about potential strengths and weaknesses of students in terms of content?  Thank you for including the rubrics for BIO 3400; seeing the instruments makes it clearer how you are assessing your students’ learning outcomes.  The lab lesson rubric appears to offer information related to critical thinking as well as lab lessons, so at some point you may want to add critical thinking as an objective of the program.  Using the EWP scores for your students is a good start for assessing writing, but there does not appear to be an instrument to assess speaking skills.  As your plan progresses, you may want to include some indirect measures through surveys or focus groups.  These measures can oftentimes help explain results and can provide additional information not apparent through direct measures alone.  

	Expectations

	Some expectations align well with the measures and objectives, but others could use clarification/revision.  For example, for objective 3 your expectation is a C or better on the practice lessons, but the measurement is a rubric, so the connection between the grade and the rubric is hard to see.

	Data are collected and there is more analysis here than in previous reports, so that is positive progress.
