	How, Where, and When Assessed

	You’ve listed some of your measures in Part Two of the plan, but these should also be included in this column as the how portion of this information.  In some cases, you list several courses and various assignments, you will want to be more specific about which ones are collected for assessment data.  It is assumed that there will be more assignments that cover the material related to your objectives, but you will need to be consistent about data collection for coparative purposes across cohort groups.  You may want to use rubrics for the presentation and writing components.  I always send your chair the EWP ratings for majors in Business, so you could start with those as well.  As your plan progresses, you may want to consider adding some indirect measures to your direct measures.
