	Objectives are clear, measurable, and programmatic.  The program has adopted three of the undergraduate learning goals—write effectively, speak effectively, and global citizenship.

	How, Where, and When Assessed
	Level 2, B.S.B. Business Core


	The program has made excellent progress in the last two years—especially given the lag in assessment of the core in the years prior to this.  The development of rubrics is a sound practice and appears to be helpful to faculty and students in outlining your expectations for achievement.  If the MFT does not provide data that are useful to the department, there is no reason to continue it; I look forward to seeing if the additional reports provide the information you seek.  You may find that embedded core questions on a final or midterm could serve you just as well.  The only limitation to embedded test questions compared to the MFT is that you lose the national comparisons, of course.  Overall, your plan provides multiple sites for data collection and a variety of measures.  Normally, I would suggest that indirect measures would enhance your program, but since the core itself doesn not graduate students, I will assume that student feedback is obtained in the various majors that the students complete in addition to the core.

	Expectations dovetail with the measures given.  As you develop your plan and analyze data, you may want to establish more specific expectations.  For example, what percentage of students do you expect to meet expectations, what percentage to exceed, etc.  The rubrics provide a clear understanding of the skills you are assessing.

	 Data are collected and shared among the faculty.  Parts two and three provide information on what those results are telling the program and how they are informing changes in courses and the curriculum.

	How Results Will be Used
	Level 2, B.S.B. Business Core


	The addition of an assessment retreat at the end of each semester is a good idea—especially since you are assessing artifacts as well as discussing the meaning of the data.  The increased involvement of the faculty is a good sign that this assessment plan has been revitalized.
