	Level 3, B.S.B. Computer Information Systems
	Objectives are clear, measurable, and programmatic.  I understand that you will be changing the name of the program to MIS.  Will that change any of your objectives for the program given the elimination of the concentrations?

	How, Where, and When Assessed
	Level 1-2, B.S.B. Computer Information Systems


	You have only identified measures for 6 of the 9 objectives you have adopted, so you still have quite a bit of work to do in identifying what you can use to measure your objectives.  The rubrics you are using for are a good start; you have identified the skills and knowledge you see for each class level and this instrument should provide you with a way to compare data across sections and years.  You included rubrics for 2 courses—CIS 4000 and 4700—but it is not clear if the other rubrics are currently in use or are still under development.  After you have all your direct measures in place, you should think about what you can use for indirect measures—particularly since program reviews will be asking for information on student and employer satisfaction.

	Expectations
	Level 1-2, B.S.B. Computer Information Systems
	You mention “satisfactory attainment” of skills.  Since you have established rubrics as your primary measure, have you determined what you mean by “satisfactory?”  Is it a level 2 or 3?  It is hard to tell from your results section since you tend to lump 2 and 3 together.  Does a 2 suggest minimal attainment, 3 satisfactory attainment, and a 4 superior attainment of the goal?  I would not lump categories together given the use of a rubric.  You may also wish to lay out your expectations for the number of students that you do not expect to reach this goal and for those that you believe will exceed it.

	When do you plan to begin collection of the other objectives?  It would be helpful to indicate the number of students covered in the percentages given.  You indicate under objective 4 that you are looking at the number of criteria met rather than the levels, so you seem to be using the rubrics in different ways.

	How Results Will be Used
	Level 2, B.S.B. Computer Information Systems
	The development of a new curriculum will give you a chance to consider assessment as you work on this new major, so you will have the opportunity to incorporate the objectives and their assessment into the curriculum itself.
