The other measures mentioned are rather vague references to coursework.  While many assignments and tests will probably cover the information related to the objectives, which ones are used to gather assessment data?  Do you have particular assignments earmarked in certain core courses or will you ask students to supply a portfolio speaking to the objectives and using coursework from a variety of courses?  How do you compare data across time and across courses?

	Can you offer numerical expectations for students’ scores at the pre-test and their scores on the post-test?  What growth do you expect to see?
