	Objectives are clear, measurable, and programmatic.  There is a nice blend of departmental goals with General Education goals here.

	How, Where, and When Assessed
	Level 1-2, B.S.B. Finance


	As mentioned last year, there is a lack of specificity here that suggests that the pre-test and the post-test is really the only assessment measure used.  The pre-test/post-test is the clearest measure offered and should provide useful data, but from your plan it does not seem to speak to all the objectives the program has adopted, so only some objectives are being assessed.  The other measures mentioned are rather vague references to coursework.  While many assignments and tests will probably cover the information related to the objectives, which ones are used to gather assessment data?  Do you have particular assignments earmarked in certain core courses or will you ask students to supply a portfolio speaking to the objectives and using coursework from a variety of courses?  How do you compare data across time and across courses?

	Can you offer numerical expectations for students’ scores at the pre-test and their scores on the post-test?  What growth do you expect to see?  The concepts that you want students to learn as explained here further illustrate the objectives, but how do you determine “better able to?”  Better than they did on the pre-test?

	You mention that students’ writing is weak, yet there is no data that supports this statement.  How do you assess objective 5?  Are you using a rubric that cuts across assignments and courses?

	How Results Will be Used

	Meeting as a whole faculty should assure good communication of assessment results as they are collected.  How do you collect results other than the pre-test and the post-test?
