	Learning Objectives
	Level 2, B.S.B. Finance
	Objectives are programmatic and measurable.  I was not clear on why some objectives are numbered 1, 2, 3 and then you switch to a, b, c.  Are the latter objectives a subset of one of the larger objectives or are they the ones you for which have yet to collect data?  As it is, you have a large number of objectives.  

	How, Where, and When Assessed
	Level 2, B.S.B. Finance
	You have listed several direct measures of assessment—the CFP exam, coursework (tests and assignments), and a  pre-/post-test.  These measures should provide a wealth of information.  Your plans for using your newly developed rubric in several core courses are a bit sketchy.  Gathering such data can be time-consuming and difficult if you don’t plan ahead.  I would suggest that you collect data from only one assignment for each course, and that you use that assignment each semester, so you can truly compare the scores.  How will faculty submit the data?  If you can develop something that is easy to use and is on-line that might serve you well and be simple for the faculty to use.  Danny Harvey in CATS may be able to help set something up for you.

	Level 2, B.S.B. Finance
	You may want to establish percentages for each score you are using on your rubric.  You should also consider setting a specific score for your post-test since I assume that this is an internally designed instrument?

	Results
	Level 2, B.S.B. Finance
	Are you pleased by the results of your pre- and post-test?  While the 30% pre-test scores make sense, the 52% post-test scores do not make sense to me—especially given the CFT scores.  Are both tests assessing the same objectives and asking students to know similar material?  If students are on average missing 48% of the questions on the post-test, is there a reason?  Does the test truly measure what you want it to?  I realize that not all finance students are in the CFP concentration, but I’m curious about the results.  Do the CFP students do better than others on the post-test because they have prepared for the national exam?  You have many things to examine with your data, I think.

	How Results Will be Used

	You have a feedback loop in place, and your plans to discuss the results with the whole finance faculty are good ones.
