I suspect that critical thinking is embedded in objective 1.4, but I cannot discern whether critical thinking is assessed or the content related to the auditing cycle.  Global citizenship is represented in the ethical issues objective #2.

	You have identified a variety of assignments already in place in your coursework that can be used to gather assessment data providing direct assessment data across the curriculum.  Using rubrics developed by the School of Business or your own faculty should help provide consistency across the various courses and student cohorts.  And, anchoring the rubrics with all faculty using them is excellent.  It appears that this practice has allowed you to discuss your expectations for students.  Focusing on direct measures certainly makes sense as you seek to measure student knowledge.  Indirect measures can sometimes add to the picture by answering “why” students are learning or struggling with a particular subject.  I hope you find your exit survey data useful.
