	Objectives are clear, measurable, and programmatic.  There is a nice blend of departmental goals with General Education goals here.

	How, Where, and When Assessed
	Level 2, B.S.B. Business Core; minor

	Multiple measures are in place to provide the department with a great deal of information on student outcomes.  Using the capstone course as the primary assessment site is a sound idea that provides consistency and exit information.  It will be interesting to see the Major Field Test data; comparing the program to others across the country is a valuable tool.  This column mentions individual and group projects.  What exactly are these projects?  It appears that you have a rubric for assessment, which is a solid plan.  What exactly is the course-embedded problem solving assessment measure mentioned under objective 7?   Are students completing an exam or doing some other kind of direct measurement?  Are there courses that students taking a minor are required to take?  If so, that would be a good place to start with assessment of this program.

	Expectations have not yet been established for direct measures although there are expectations for senior surveys.  The rubrics that are under development should aid in the consistency of assessment efforts.  Setting expectations after pilot study is a sound practice.
