	Multiple measures are in place to provide the department with a great deal of information on student outcomes.  Using the capstone course as the primary assessment site is a sound idea that provides consistency and exit information.  It will be interesting to see the Major Field Test data; comparing the program to others across the country can provide valuable information.  This column could be more specific about how assessment will occur with the coursework—individual  and group projects.  What exactly is the course-embedded problem solving assessment measure mentioned under objective 7?   Are students completing an exam or doing some other kind of direct measurement?  Are you using rubrics?

	Expectations have not yet been established for direct measures although there are expectations for senior surveys.  Setting expectations after pilot study is a sound practice.

The preliminary Major Field Test data looks very promising!  You may want to develop your own assessment of students’ writing ability because the EWP data will not be broken down by major or course.
