	Objectives are clear, measurable, and programmatic.  Some very solid, specific information here.  The majority of the CGS goals are incorporated into the objectives for the program although I did not see any mention of research or creative activity.  Is this embedded in other objectives?  It is not clearly addressed as written.

	How, Where, and When Assessed
	Level 3, M.B.A.
	You have a good mix of direct and indirect measures listed here.  Your rubric should provide solid, comparable data.  Thank you for including it as part of your report.  You mention not having data from MBA 5900.  Are you thinking of eliminating your capstone as a site for assessment data collection or are you not getting the data from the faculty?  Is your MFT embedded in a course?  That would help with students taking the exam more seriously.  Sometimes if students understand how and why you are using the test data, they take exams more seriously.  Alternating years with your exit survey and focus groups is a good way to incorporate a variety of indirect measures without over-assessing the students or over-taxing yourselves.  

	Expectations
	Level 1-2, M.B.A.
	You really don’t have expectations here other than the percentile you hope to reach for the MFT.  Expectations should be established for the measures you are using.  For example, you have a rubric established.  What is the minimum rating you would like to see?  What rating would exceed your expectations?  For your indirect measures, you can set minimum and exceed levels as well.

	Results
	Level 2, M.B.A.
	Results are being collected and analyzed.  You are using data to inform the curriculum as evidenced by your program improvements that passed through CGS.  One thing you could do—depending on your timeframes—is ask the students in your exit interviews why they think they scored so much lower than your target and than the group before them.  They may have the information you want about the MFT—or ask what would incite them to do their best.

	How Results Will be Used
	Level 3, M.B.A.
	It sounds as if the faculty is becoming more involved and that’s great.  The more it is joint effort over which the faculty have ownership the better the plan and the more meaningful the results.
