I. Approval of the February 2, 2010 Minutes
The February 2, 2010 CASL minutes were approved as written.
II. VPAA Assessment Award Presentation/Dean’s Council Update
a. VPAA Assessment Award Presentation

Herrington-Perry reported the VPAA Assessment Award presentation took place during the Dean’s Council on February 16 with the following departments receiving awards: 
· First Place:  M.S. Counseling and Student Development

· Second Place:  B.S. Physics

· Third Place:  B.S. Economics

b. Dean’s Council Update

Sanders reported that she and Throneburg attended the Dean’s Council meeting on February 16 and they disseminated the Undergraduate Goals Executive Summaries and the Graduate and Undergraduate Executive Summaries.  
Sanders and Throneburg asked to be invited to College Curriculum meetings and Academic Councils to share data with faculty and chairs.  Sanders also reported the chairs of each department received the same reports last week electronically along with a spreadsheet Fall Submissions made by their majors.  Students received emails if their scores were at a 2 or lower, and advisors were given a list of advisees whose scores were at a 2 or lower.  
III. Other Updates
a. WAC- WI/WC


A report was not available.
b. CASA

EWP reports were disseminated.  Sanders noted that fewer students submitted from WI courses in FA09 than FA08.
c. Provost award revision subcommittee


Sanders reported the subcommittee will be meeting in the next couple of weeks.

d. NSSE

Herrington-Perry reported beginning on Jan. 26, a random sample of EIU freshmen and seniors received e-mails from Vice Presidents Lord and Nadler inviting them to participate in the National Survey of Student Engagement (NSSE).  This online survey takes 15 minutes to complete, and its results will provide the university with a wealth of information about how our students spend their time in and out of class, and how they value these experiences.  EIU is participating in the NSSE survey as a member of the Voluntary System of Accountability.  Soon there will be an ad in the EIU Daily Eastern News newspaper and it has already been sent as flyers around campus. Faculty have been emailed this information.  Right now they are at 15% with 500 students who have taken the online survey.
IV. Plan for Executive Summary Dissemination
Discussion was continued from the February 2 CASL meeting.  The question discussed was “Are the results of each undergraduate learning goal being shared and by whom?”  Discussion followed on discrepancies on feedback loops for the undergraduate goals and which CASL members should attend CAA and Faculty Senate meetings and which constituencies should receive full reports and which executive summaries.
VPAA will receive the full report and CAA, Faculty Senate, WAC, college curriculum, and college assessment will receive the Executive Summaries.  Ideally these reports will be disseminated early each fall semester.  College reps will also remind assessment coordinators and chairs about goals for annual plans in late spring.  The following list is how the reports will be disseminated at this time:

b. Faculty Senate


Throneburg and Sanders will disseminate the Executive Summary to Faculty Senate.

c. College Chairs Meetings

Will wait to hear from the Deans.

d. College Curriculum Committee Meetings


Will wait to hear from the Deans and will follow up with the college representatives.

e. Email or Assessment Meetings with Faculty


Will wait to hear from Chairs.

f. CGS


Lisa Taylor will disseminate the Executive Summary to CGS.

g. WAC/Director of Composition


Tim Taylor will disseminate the Executive Summary and EWP data.
