I. Approval of the March 18, 2008 Minutes

Stacey Knight-Davis disseminated a six-page Electronic Writing Portfolio Rating Instructions document that showed how the new electronic version of the EWP will look on-line.  It also showed how students will access it and how faculty will rate the papers.  Discussion followed.
Danny Harvey is setting up CASA staff to accept the EWP’s as they are downloaded by their instructors who agreed to do the pilot.

A subcommittee to develop the student and instructor survey was formed with Carla Honselman, Lisa Taylor and Jie Zou volunteering to serve on the subcommittee.  The survey will need to be ready by the next CASL meeting.

Setting cutoffs for Pass with Distinction and Remediation
CASL voted that the cut off for students needing to take the test will be set at 1.75.  This number will be the average of the first two papers.  Students whose first papers are rated 2.0 or lower will receive an explanatory email on the test and the remediation plans.
