A. Tasks for this semester related to EWP revision

The subgroup (Deb Reid, Kathlene Shank, and Christie Roszkowski) will ask CAA to put a committee together to see if writing is treated appropriately on Writing Across the Curriculum and will bring back more information next semester.  Sanders will send EWP data to Roszkowski.
