I. Approval of the January 20, 2009 Minutes

Karla Sanders moved to approve the January 20, 2009 CASL minutes as written and Tim Taylor  seconded the motion.  The motion was approved unanimously.
II. EWP Report and Discussion
Sanders disseminated the At-Risk EWP Submissions Fall 2008 Report.  There were a total of 2,258 submissions.  There were a total of 3% at-risk submissions for the semester submissions and a total of 73 for at-risk students with one student receiving two scores in this category.
The EWP Report also gave the faculty submission rating for the number of at-risk submissions and broke all the submissions down by majors.

The committee determined that 4 semesters worth of data would be needed to determine further steps in the writing improvement program.  Discussion followed.

III. A Closer Look at Global Citizenship
Sanders continued the discussion from the last meeting about Global Citizenship. Discussion revolved around connecting this goal to the curriculum, developing an instrument to measure specific objectives in a variety of classes, and on revising the goal and objectives.
