I. Approval of the February 17, 2009 Minutes

II. CAA subcommittee Updates
a. Cultural Diversity
Lisa Taylor reported that the committee has not met, but does have a meeting scheduled.  She brought a copy of the Cultural Diversity Report and will email it to the members of CASL.  There was very little support to increase the requirement to two courses.  The report shows more support for students getting experience outside the classroom and it would be more beneficial to the students for cultural diversity.

III. EWP Departmental Reports
Sanders disseminated a copy of the EWP Departmental Report.  This report will be sent electronically to the chairs of departments and they can distribute it as they see fit.  
Rebecca Throneburg and Karla Sanders gave a presentation about the EWP to the Faculty Senate on February 17, 2009 and disseminated four sets of materials:  1)  the EWP “ What you Need to Know”  Sheet for students, 2) the EWP “Information for Faculty” Sheet, 3) the Fall 2008 EWP Submission Report, and 4) the At-Risk EWP Submissions Fall 2008 Report. IV. EWP Ratings by Major and College
Sanders disseminated the Fall 2008 EWP Submission Report.  These are the students who submitted last fall and every chair will get their major in their college.   The report gives the average ratings by major and college.  There were a total of 2,258 submissions received.  The report gave a breakdown down of percentages of the college average rating and writing as a major goal.  The Undergraduate Programs Progress Report for 2007-2008 reported on the learning objectives, She pointed out that the information is correct at the time the student submits.  There were a total of 1,922 students who submitted 2,258 papers.  The report gave a breakdown of ethnicity, gender, submission rating, number of submissions, hours completed at time of submission, and by course levels.  Discussion followed.
