I. 

Approval of the October 23, 2007 Minutes
Peggy Holmes-Layman motioned to approve the October 23, 2007 minutes as published and Karla Sanders seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.
II.
Provost Assessment Award
Debra Hopgood and Peggy Holmes-Layman were the reviewers for the Provost Assessment Award.  Debra Hopgood reported the plan from the Family and Consumer Sciences, Master of Science Degree:  Dietetics Option was recommended by both reviewers for the top ranking.  The other three  assessment plans were recommended by both reviewers for the following rankings:

Only the top 3 rankings will receive awards:  First place award will receive $2,500; Second place $1,500; and third place $1,000 which can be spent on assessment for their departments.


These recommendations will be forwarded to the Provost for his recommendations.  The awards will be announced at the Dean’s Council in December 11.

EWP Revision
A. Discuss letter from English faculty and CAA vote

Chair Throneburg discussed the letter from English faculty at the CAA meeting on October 30.    
One of the changes people are asking for to the EWP was for a description of the assignment so readers can have a sense of the assignment when reading the papers.  Chair Throneburg and the subcommittee asked Danny Harvey from CATS to add a slot in the EWP programming for students to explain the description of the assignment.  Faculty will then be able to view or edit the description of the assignment if they so desire, but are not required.
