A. Voluntary Student Assessment Update-Mary Herrington-Perry

The VSA is a new endeavor for EIU and communicates information on the undergraduate student experience through a common web reporting template, the College Portrait. There are 800 institutions participating in this program right now.  EIU will do a pilot test on October 30, 2009 with a random sample of 100 freshman students.  These students will take the Collegiate Learning Assessment (CLA) test which will last approximately 90 minutes.  In Spring 2010 a pilot test will be given to a random sample of 100 senior students who will be given the CLA.  The National Survey of Student Engagement test (NSSE) will also be given to all freshman and seniors in Spring 2010.
