	Learning Objectives
	Level 2, B.S. Clinical Laboratory Sciences
	Objectives are program-specific and describe student behaviors somewhat.  The focus is on the path to internship and employment rather than on what skills and knowledge the program expects students to attain as a result of the curriculum.  How are the laboratory skills mentioned in objective one different from those mentioned in objective two?  What are the academic tools you are seeking in objective 4?  None of the undergraduate goals have been adopted by this program, so that may be something to explore in the future.

	How, Where, and When Assessed
	Level 1-2, B.S. Clinical Laboratory Sciences
	I would caution you to understand that grades often encompass many issues/criteria that do not speak to the objective, so they do not often provide good assessment data.  Are the grades connected to primary traits that can be compared across sections and across time?  Do the recommendation forms referenced with objective one allow for cohort comparisons across time?  What do they tell you –specifically about student learning in your program?  How do you assess the exercises and examinations listed for objective 2?  National exams should provide good data.  Does this exam speak only to objective 3?  While tracking job placement can provide a department with useful information, it does not tell you about student attainment of the academic skills referred to in objective 4.  You don’t really have a set of assessment measures here that relate to your objectives.

	Expectations
	Level 2, B.S. Clinical Laboratory Sciences
	Expectations are given for the measures listed.  What are the “appropriate lab skills” needed to succeed in the clinical rotation?  This section allows departments to expand on what they would like to see from their students.  What skills and knowledge are necessary for your program’s students?

	Results
	Level 1-2, B.S. Clinical Laboratory Sciences
	Results given for acceptance rates.  The results here do not really speak directly to student learning outcomes—primarily because the measures lack specificity and the objectives are not really written in measurable, outcomes-based language.  You say that clinical supervisors considered students to be well-prepared.  How do you know that?  Are you asking them in a survey or is there an evaluation form that they complete for their EIU interns?  Do you get any results from the national exams other than pass rates?

	How Results Will be Used
	Level 1-2, B.S. Clinical Lab Sciences
	Feedback loop in place, but the collection part of the loop is not apparent.  The role of the faculty who teach the courses is not really addressed here.
