You are also using a survey completed by students at the end of their rotation, so this will give you indirect data as well.  The plan is progressing nicely.  You mention hospital coordinators as playing a role, but it is not clear what assessment measure they are completing since there are two courses listed for collection of direct data.  You do not list the NAACLS exam that you have created expectations for.  Is this exam another measure of student learning?
