	Students who have declared a CLS major and maintain a minimum GPA, as established by affiliated hospitals, will be accepted into a clinical rotation.
	4/4 (100%) of students that applied for the 2008-2009 clinical year were accepted.  

6/6 (100%) of students that applied for the 2007-2008 clinical year were accepted.  

Evaluations of all students revealed that there were highly qualified and that their preparation was similar to previous applicants.

95% of CLS students are expected to pass one or both of these exams.
	12/12 (100%) CLS students finishing their clinical year in 2006 and in 2007, passed one or both of these exams.

Students in the 2007-2008 clinical year recently took the exam.  Passing rates are not available at this time.
	The Pre-Health Professions Advisor and affiliated hospitals coordinate testing. 

The Pre-Health Professions Advisor will share the information with the Pre-Health Professions Committee and the Department of Biological Sciences.

Results will be used to revise curriculum when appropriate and insure that all students demonstrate required competencies.  

	4.  Students will demonstrate appropriate academic tools and clinical experience to be employed following graduation.


	Students will be tracked as to job placement following graduation by the Pre-Health Professions Advisor.
	95% of students will be employed in the field upon graduation.
	100% of graduates (n = 42) have gained employment in the field of Clinical Laboratory Sciences within one year after graduation.
	The Pre-Health Professions Advisor and affiliated hospitals coordinate employment.

Objectives were refined.  A recommendation form and evaluation was added to Objective 1.   

Fall 2007 the Department of Biological Sciences hired a Pre-Heath Professions Advisor, for students in the health professions, including CLS majors.  As the advisor for the health professions, I advise students on curriculum and the successful path for their health career choice.  In addition, I am the liaison with affiliated hospitals to track student preparedness for, and progress through, the clinical year.  Students who are not meeting minimum GPA requirements will meet with the Pre-Health Professions Advisor to explore other options in the field of health care.  Should the number of qualified students grow to exceed the number of seats in the clinical sites, we will look to add affiliated hospitals.

No specific changes in curriculum are proposed at this time.  We will use recurring results of National CLS Examinations and clinical affiliate faculty interviews for discussions of potential curricular revisions in the CLS major, if necessary.  However, many of these courses are required by national standards.   In addition, we are increasing the number of open-ended, investigative laboratories in core courses to further develop research skills, critical thinking skills and report preparation.  Finally, we are providing more students with opportunities to conduct undergraduate research and present their findings at professional meetings and conferences.  Papers and posters are reviewed by research mentors both on- and off-campus.
