	Objective 1 has an appropriate scope and describes a student behavior.  Objectives 2 & 3 could be more specific.  What quantitative knowledge is required by the field?  Objective 3 isn’t really written as a learning objective for students.  What skills and knowledge will they need to attain employment?  Tracking job placement is important for programs to do, but it doesn’t speak to student learning in the curriculum.  

	How, Where, and When Assessed
	Level 2-3, B.S. Clinical Laboratory Sciences
	The national exams provide a clear cut direct measure.  Do they examine more than quantitative knowledge and lab techniques?  If so, the information on the exams might help define program objectives.  AY02’s report indicated that supervisors at cooperating hospitals provided evaluations of student preparedness.  Have you discontinued this measure?  The surveys of students and hospitals have not been mentioned in previous reports.  Employing this type of indirect measure along with the direct measure of exams should provide a broad spectrum of data.  

	Expectations
	Level 2, B.S. Clinical Laboratory Sciences
	One of your expectations is that “95% of our students, as determined through evaluation by supervisors at cooperating hospitals. . .,” however, this evaluation is not mentioned in the measurement column of your summary.  This evaluation appears to play an important part in the assessment of your students’ learning, so it should be included as part of the measurements used in column 2—unless the surveys mentioned there are the same as this internship evaluation.  Expectations are clear overall.

	Results
	Level 2, B.S. Clinical Laboratory Sciences
	Your students are clearly doing very well on their certification exams—congratulations!  Do the exams provide data on topics or areas of the curriculum or do they just offer a single score?  The additional assessment tools identified in Part II should contribute to the results currently collected.  Do you have a timeline for these additional tools?

	How Results Will be Used
	Level 2, B.S. Clinical Lab Sciences
	The assessment committee and chair have established an effective feedback loop.  Areas of concern based on data have been identified and are being monitored as data is collected each year.
