PART TWO:  Summarize changes and improvements in curriculum, instruction, and learning that have resulted from the implementation of your assessment program.  How have you used the data?  While this section should focus on the current academic year, some departments may find it useful to discuss trends in longitudinal data.

During the academic year, evaluative surveys were conducted of students in the CTE 3400 class, student teachers, and 85 different cooperating teachers who have had CTE student teachers.  Just over 50% of the teachers responded, and a much higher percentage of students responded.  The data from the evaluative surveys were used to identify areas of concern in the teacher preparation program.

There has been a self-study of the CTE major during the 2003-2004 academic year in preparation for an IBHE evaluation.  This in-depth study has revealed areas to which attention must be given.  A primary example is the teacher education standard that requires secondary teachers to be able to teach reading in their content areas.  This is not a part of the current program requirements and there are no courses being taught to be able to overcome the deficiency.  It is probable that CTE teacher educators will need to become prepared to include teaching reading in the content areas as a part of existing courses.  

The self-study and the evaluative survey prompted changes in the business education requirements.  As a result, the curriculum has been changed to include business content areas in which test results indicate that students were previously deficient.  Three business courses were added to the curriculum and two were deleted.  Even though the passage rate of the business content area exams has been near 100%, this change should help students to receive higher scores in the areas of marketing, management, and law.
