	Good objectives—clear and measurable.  They encompass not only objectives for the major but several of the undergraduate learning goals for general education (critical thinking, speaking and writing effectively).  You are also considering adding an objective on laboratory safety, which shows you are considering new aspects that are important to your students’ learning.

	How, Where, and When Assessed
	Level 2-3, B.S. Chemistry
	You have a good mix of direct and indirect measures here.  While distance from material can be an issue with standardized tests, if students’ scores indicate that it has been a long time since they studied the material, they may also show that mastery of the material was not attained, so that does give you feedback about your program.  You could think about using the MFT in a pre- post-methodology, but it is an expensive instrument.

	Expectations
	Level 2, B.S. Chemistry
	Most expectations here are specific and relate well to the objectives.  Do you need to raise your expectations for your surveys?  You have basically set the bar at a 3, which is generally considered a neutral response in a 5-point Likert scale of agreement.  Your scores are clearly much higher, so perhaps you want the majority to agree or strongly agree with each item?
