	The entry-level and exit level should provide the department with a good sense of learning gains made by students through the course of the program.  Using the thesis defense and the thesis itself as assessment measures is a solid practice.  What exactly is the literature seminar given in CHM 5001?  That part of the measures planned isn’t clear.  You clearly have good direct measures of student learning, and it appears as if an exit survey is employed as well for an indirect measure.

	Expectations are specific and speak directly to identified measures and objectives.

	Data collection for the oral examinations and CHM 5001 data indicate that the expectations are on track.  Has the test been developed for the entry-level and exit level exam?  This column indicates that data collection will begin in the upcoming academic year for the pre- and post-test and the survey as well.  Has the department developed a timeline for collection?
