	Multiple measures are used to assess each objective, including direct and indirect measures.  This is a well-developed plan.  Course assignments are used for assessment purposes and the department gives a capstone exam from an external entity—ETS—which should provide information concerning chemistry students at Eastern with a national aggregate.  This is a good model for other programs.  

	Expectations

	You may want to re-think some of your expectations.  For example, do you simply want students to complete assignments in CHM 2845 or do you have expectations for how well they do the work?  For the surveys, you may want to look at what % of satisfied students would make you feel you had attained the objectives identified.  Most expectations here, however, are specific and relate well to the objectives.

	Results

	As you analyze your assessment results, you may want to explain on your annual summaries the trends that you are seeing, anything that is surprising, and so forth.  It’s helpful to know that the department is comparing data among years.  Also, how do your indirect data inform the direct data?  Some data is still to be collected.

	What is the feedback procedure for those measures that take place as part of coursework?  Do instructors gather data and present it to the curriculum committee?  Having faculty involved as well as committee oversight is a good structure.
