	Most expectations here are specific and relate well to the objectives.  For the past couple of years one of your goals was to develop a rubric and performance objectives, and you have continued to list that.  Where are you with that component?  Do you have a timeline?  In this next year, the faculty should work to complete those items that leave holes in your plan—the rubrics and performance expectations that have not yet been developed.
