	1.  Students will demonstrate the ability to perform basic laboratory techniques.
	During laboratory exercises and examinations in BIO core courses as well as exit surveys administered to juniors before they begin their clinical preparation.  Surveys will be sent to cooperating hospitals to assess student preparation for employment in the clinical laboratory sciences.

BIO core course instructors and on-site supervisors
	80% of students will demonstrate appropriate lab skills in each BIO core course which has a laboratory component.  75% of juniors will agree or strongly agree on exit surveys that they have the laboratory skills necessary to be employed in the clinical laboratory sciences.   In addition, we expect 95% of our students, as determined through evaluation by supervisors at cooperating hospitals, to be considered “well-prepared” for careers in the clinical laboratory sciences.

	Scores from final exams in BIO core courses given in Fall 2003 and Spring 2004 indicate that 85% of students demonstrated appropriate laboratory skills.  80% of juniors agreed or strongly agreed that they had the laboratory skills necessary to be employed in the clinical laboratory sciences. Supervisors at cooperating hospitals reported that 100% of our students were “well-prepared” for careers in the clinical laboratory sciences.
	Results from final exams in BIO core courses in 2003-2004, survey results, and reports from supervisors at cooperating hospitals were distributed to the faculty.  Results will be used to revise lab exercises and research activities as appropriate.

	2.  Students will demonstrate appropriate quantitative skills and knowledge to successfully pass national examinations required by CLS students.
	There are two national exams for Clinical Laboratory Science majors: the NATIONAL CERTIFICATION EXAMINATION OF THE ASCP BOARD OF REGISTRY and the NCA EXAM that Clinical Laboratory Science majors have to take for certification.  Our students take both of these exams. 
The Health Professions Coordinator works with cooperating hospitals to assure students take the exams.
	Minimum score is determined nationally.  We expect 95% of Clinical Laboratory Sciences  students to pass these exams.
	8/8 (100%) of Clinical Laboratory Sciences students finishing their clinical year in 2004 passed both exams.  
	Results will be used to revise curriculum when appropriate and insure that all students demonstrate required competencies.

	3.  Students will demonstrate the needed academic tools and clinical experience to be employed following graduation.


	Student job placement will be tracked following graduation.

	We expect 95% of our students to be offered full-time employment upon graduation.
	20/20 (100%) of recent graduates gained full-time employment in the field of clinical laboratory sciences.
	The Health Profession Coordinator, in cooperation with hospitals that train our students in the 4th year of the program, will revise the curriculum or clinical experience if employment rates drop below an acceptable level.

No specific changes are proposed at this time.  We have identified the need to better assess our students and the clinical laboratory sciences program by developing additional assessment tools.  We will use the results of National Clinical Laboratory Sciences Examinations and clinical affiliate faculty interviews for discussions of potential curricular revisions in the Clinical Laboratory Sciences major, however, many of these courses are required by national standards.   In addition, we have begun to develop a series of open-ended, investigative laboratories in BIO core courses to further develop research skills, critical thinking skills, and report preparation.  Finally, we are providing more students with opportunities to conduct original research and present their findings at professional meetings and conferences.
