An on-line exit survey will give you the students’ perception of whether they acquired the ability to analyze, etc. as defined by goal 1, but it won’t tell you whether they have actually acquired this skill.  For that, you will need some kind of direct assessment—a rubric applied to a paper, a test, etc.  Part II seems to indicate that you will have content questions as well as survey data on this final instrument.  You may find that the instrument is trying to do too many things at once, but that should be revealed in the pilot.
