You list that as a place where assessment takes place, but the actual artifact assessed isn’t clear; I am assuming that students are presenting research.  Is that a valid assumption?  Will you be administering the survey next year since the last one was done in 2006?

	Expectations relate to measures chosen.  The changes to your minimum score seem to make sense at the graduate level.  If you have no students at 2.5 in future years, you may consider increasing your expectations or adjusting your rubrics to give more finite gradations.
