	Data is collected and reported.  Using 3-5 years of data to make decisions is what should happen because one year could be a weird blip.  As you discuss the role of integrative learning in your program, you may want to think about ways to assess the integrative learning experiences.  This coming year the assessment of integrative learning will be at the core of CASL’s work at the request of the Provost.  Next year’s assessment plan will ask departments how this is occurring at the major level.
