Do you have a mechanism for assuring that these terms are understood to mean the same things to each administrator completing the forms?  You have quite a few courses and assignments listed on your curriculum matrix.  Are you collecting the data for all the performance data listed?  While you appear to have a wealth of direct instruments, I do not see any indirect measures listed.You mentioned in Part Three of your plan that you are in the midst of developing a portfolio for each student.  Do you plan to ask students to submit work to the portfolio that meets the requirements of each of your objectives?

	Is the department using primary trait analysis to aid in consistency for using grades as the expectation?  The department may want to consider how the course grade can give specific information about students’ learning outcomes for the various objectives assessed through several courses.
