PART TWO:  Summarize changes and improvements in curriculum, instruction, and learning that have resulted from the implementation of your assessment program.  While this section should focus on the current academic year, some departments may find it useful to discuss trends in longitudinal data.
The Department of Early Childhood, Elementary, and Middle Level Education continues in the process of modifying the procedures for assessing the professional portfolios required of majors in the program.  This aggregate data will be used to improve curriculum, instruction, and learning.
In order to determine if candidates in the Elementary Education Program (General and Middle School Options) meet the Illinois Professional Teaching Standards, Language Arts Standards and Technology Standards, the Department conducted a program review using a matrix provided by the state, Spring 2003  Results of this program review are being evaluated to consider possible changes and improvements in the program.

Further, the department conducted a survey of the perceptions of effectiveness of the program.  The results were very positive and a portion of the IBHE report.  There was a slightly lower result in the area of integrating the Fine Arts into the curriculum.  Ways to incorporate the Fine Arts are under consideration.  Changes pending at the state level for Middle School/Level may affect the program this coming year.  In addition, the results of the Watson Glaser Critical Thinking Appraisal administered in Senior Seminar showed the EC/ELE/MLE score was 24.73 compared to the 26.4 mean overall.  The faculty is working on ways to increase critical thinking skills for students.  
Assessment will be the focus of the EC/ELE/MLE Fall Faculty Retreat August 20 and will be a theme throughout the 2003-2004 academic year.
