The departmental Graduate Committee are concerned with ongoing review of the elements of the graduate program (e.g., guidelines for the Master’s Oral Examination/ research paper format, changes in admission requirements and assessment options).  Currently, significant revision of the Graduate Program is underway.  It is expected that the revised graduate program will be sent forward through the appropriate channels, Fall, 2004.  One anticipated change is to move from Colloquy to only two options:  Thesis or Action Research.  Further revisions are under consideration, including revitalization of cohorts.  Much of the graduate enrollment at the present time is to provide certification for “highly qualified teachers” in the Middle School and for Title I Reading.  While the faculty continue to encourage not only certification and endorsement completion, but a complete master’s program, some candidates are fearful of  “over qualifying” for existing positions.  In addition, many of the students enrolled in master’s work are working as post baccalaureate completers from another major and seek certification completion rather than a masters degree.
