You have a good set of direct measures (exams and rubrics applied to coursework) across the curriculum to provide data points at various times.  Are you using any indirect measures as well?

	You have not really outlined what your expectations are other than a C or better in certain classes.  How will you know that your students have accomplished what you want? 	Results are clearly collected and shared with the faculty.  What do the results tell you?  Additional analysis would be useful to see how the assessment plan is working and what it is revealing to you.
