You have multiple and varied measures for each objective, which is sound assessment methodology.  It would be helpful if you included copies of your rubrics in the next iteration of this report.  How do you assess the students’ summaries of their Chicago Fashion Field Trip?  Do you use your rubric for that as well?   As you progress with analyzing your data, you may find that you want to make item 20 on your exit survey more specific by listing the possible professional organizations in which students may have participated in order to collect data on that participation.
