Program area faculty met throughout the Fall 2008 semester to clarify assessment plan. Additional meetings were held by the concentration faculty members. The objectives and measurements have been rewritten with greater specificity to reflect the directors’ responses and suggestions. The assessment methods have been more specifically determined with expectations and results specified.

The faculty of the apparel and textile design concentration has consistently through out their long history have met the American Association of Family & Consumer Sciences (AAFCS) Accreditation criteria. The School of Family & Consumer Sciences has maintained accreditation since accredited in1971. 

The apparel and textile design faculty members acknowledge that students are not devoting effort to learning textile fabric identification terminology. It is a problem recognized and being addressed by faculty members at peer and land grant university textile programs.  Working professionals in merchandising and design & product development positions verify that terminology is a problem with the current college graduates and will limit their potential. The top 20 percent of the class meet or surpass the expectation of being able to identify 30/40 fabrics as recorded by quiz scores throughout the semester and 15/30 comparison differences as part of the final exam.

There are several learning aids for the students, textile identification reference books are available14 hours a week, during Open Lab on three different days and evenings.  Techniques that have been used in the past and still do not raise scores are: identification and study techniques taught by lecture and simultaneous observation, students purchasing their own Textile I.D. kits that are $ 59.00 per student (scores did not improve requirements was dropped), a list of fabrics to know each week of the semester classified by type  (Fall 2008), identification quizzes every other week (past four semesters), and all fabrics needed to learn are listed on my instructor’s web site available 24/7 since 2003.

Fall 2008 Chicago Fashion International Group Career Seminar Day, November 14, 2008 was attended by 30 of the 35 students (2 excused for Athletic team functions) in FCS 2233, Fashion Distribution. Students attend career seminars, a key note speaker, a professional run way show by a featured designer and a run-way show of student competition designs 

Program changes:

During 2008-2009 academic year the following changes were proposed and approved.

FCS 3323 Fashion Buying was revised as a result of Alumni follow up surveys and recently graduated student discussions to reflect more inventory planning and control mathematical calculations. New course effective Fall 2009 and first taught Spring 2010 will be FCS 3323 Inventory Planning and Control.


FCS 2232, History of Costume/Fashion Analysis was changed from an elective to a required course for both Merchandising and Apparel & Textile 
Design Concentrations


FCS 4838, Pattern Development & Design included three industry standard software exercises to familiarize students with both the software and 
standard pattern shape recognition. Exercises were developed using the Modaris textbook, (first available Sp 2008 and assigned as required Spring 
2009) and class exercises created during a graduate student Independent Study Spring 2008. Future assignment will be to create a full pattern for a 
garment.  Printer/plotter is currently not available to print a full pattern.
