	It is good that the faculty have been working on consistency across course sections and within the assessment process itself.  Using rubrics to assess your portfolio and individual assignments should help with consistency and should allow for better comparison across sections and across time.  How do you use the portfolios other than for assessment purposes?  If you are using them solely for assessment purposes, you would not need to read all of the completed ones; you could sample and ask the committee rather than individual faculty to do the rankings.  The combination of direct measures through the portfolio and the indirect measure of the senior exit survey creates a well-balanced plan.  Thank you for including your survey; it is helpful to see the instruments.  The link provided for the rubric took me to the instructions for the students, which is very thorough, but I did not see an assessment rubric.

	I assume that “satisfactory” is the minimum that you are looking for in terms of student achievement.  Is there a percentage of your students that you expect to exceed this level?  The expectations for the survey are clear.
