	Expectations are clearer and more specific on this report than on the previous report.  As you indicated in Parts Two and Three, it is a good idea to continue to discuss your expectations for your core courses.  Logically, your expectations for FCS 4000 could be higher than those for FCS 1000 since it would make sense for students at the senior level to be more seasoned and to achieve at a higher rate than freshman in their first major course.

	As you gather data and start to see trends, it would be helpful to analyze the data.  What do these numbers tell you other than that you’ve met or not met your expectations?  Are there gaps in the curriculum?  Are there places where your program excels?  What information are you gleaning from the results?  But, it’s good to see some stability and progress with the core report; the committee’s work is certainly clear in the report.
