	How, Where, and When Assessed
	Level 2, B.S. Core


	The use of common rubrics and regular faculty meetings helps to assure continuity and inter-rater reliability in the use of the rubrics.  Using a rubric developed to evaluate course work that also gives you assessment data is a good way to embed assessment into courses, so it is not an added on task.  You have clearly identified speficic assignments that speak to your learning objectives.  Your portfolio provides direct assessment of student learning at various points in your curriculum.  Have you considered where you might include indirect measures to give a broader perspective of student learning?

	Level 2, B.S. Core
	Expectations have been established for each element of the portfolio.  Your new focus on assuring connections across the courses in the core should be helpful to the students and should provide continuity throughout the curriculum.

	Level 2, B.S. Core
	The analysis here shows that data are used and not simply cataloged, which is the point of assessment.  However, while you are shoring up data collection, it appears that you still have issues with some faculty members not collecting or passing on data to the committee.  This poses a stumbling block to a successful assessment program.  CATS might be able to adapt the EWP for your portfolios; we had always envisioned a phase two for departmental use.  Danny Harvey designed the EWP.

	How Results Will Be Used
	Level 2 B.S. Core
	The Core committee has certainly had a busy year, and this report is the most comprehensive to date for the FCS core.  A comprehensive feedback loop is in place that is driven by the faculty who teach in the core.  Changes have been made to the courses and the program itself, which are positive steps.
