	How, Where, and When Assessed
	Level 3, Dietetics 

	Based on your narrative in Part Three, it looks like this program has a busy year ahead.  Your plans to review your assessment instruments and the plan itself is a good one; periodic review is necessary to keep the plan fresh and relevant.  As you revise make sure that your objectives align with your courses and that your instruments produce the data you need to make decisions.  If there is a problem with students passing the proficiency test, you may want to do a curriculum matrix to determine where certain knowledge is taught and whether you have average coverage.  Have you found any similarities among students who do well on the test and those who do poorly?  GPA, ACT, etc.?  You may want to establish a schedule for conducting assessments—especially surveys.  Every survey does not have to be conducted every year; you may want to do a 3-year cycle or something along those lines—especially for outside constituencies like employers.
